Through September, TIES
students will discover their
"Just Right" books for
reading during Reading
Workshop. "Just Right"
books are selected by each
student, and should be easy
enough to be read inde-
pendently.

This year we have 23 buses and one van
that transport our students to various
cities in the Metro area. It is important
for our students to remember that riding
the bus IS a PRIVILEDGE and not their
right.

Please review the following Bus Safety
rules with your child(ren):

Students will receive bus consequences if
rules are violated and may not be allowed
to ride the bus to school.

1. Use a quiet voice so the driver can
concentrate on driving.

2. Keep the aisle free of feet and back-
packs so the driver can see out the
back door/window.

3. Make sure all parts of your body stay

inside the windows.

4. Stay seated while the bus is moving
and on its route.

5.  No eating Foods or Drinks on the
bus.

Reading Information (Con’t)

Here are some great questions fo pose to
your child as they are doing their 20
minutes of reading at home:

1 Summarize this story by telling what
happened at the beginning, middle
and the end.

1 Give a summarizing statement about

this story.

What is the main idea of this story?

Give three supporting details.

What is the purpose?
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Read and Respond homework (where each

student reads orally for 20 minutes every

night to an adult listener) is due every

day. The student and adult must complete

the Read and Respond form.

All students who complete their reading
homework every day for 10 days in a row
will have a chance to choose a book of
their choice from the SFA Prize Cart. In
addition, students who turn in nine out of
