B. Students will learn about the Pledge of Allegiance and its historical 
significance through the school’s social studies curriculum.  
 

C. Students will be instructed in the proper etiquette toward, correct display 
of, and respect for the flag, and in patriotic exercises as part of the social 
students curriculum.
